Part-time Fees: Unless listed separately, part-time fees for programmes are charged as an approximate
proportion of the full-time fee.

Tuition Fees for Staff: All Bangor University employees (with the exception of those who are currently,
or about to be, registered as a full-time student) are eligible to be considered for a fee waiver on
University programmes.
